Go to the start and get ready for the 
Heartland Racing Series (HRS)  

The HRS is a season long circuit of five short track 
open class competitions. The series is designed to 
help develop the passion and skills needed for    
racing at the elite level. 

The series is hosted by some of the most popular 
and established meets in the U.S. and runs along-
side their other racing divisions.  

The HRS is open to qualified Juniors, Seniors, and 
Masters from anywhere in the United States as well 
as skaters from Canada and other ISU member 
countries.  

To qualify, skaters must be at least 12 years old (as 
of 7/1/18) and meet the  qualifying time standard of 
1:48.0 for men and 1:58.0 for women in the 1000m. 

The point totals from the skater's best three meets in 
the series will be summed together to create the 
overall series ranking in each distance and the all-
around category. A ranking by time in each distance 
will also be kept. Series awards for the top 3 will be 
given as follows: 

1) Overall points over 3 distances. 
2) Points in each distance, 500m,1000m &1500m. 
3) Best time samalog over the 3 distances. 
4) Best time in each distance 500m,1000m &1500m.  
 
New this season: The Heartland Challenge Cup. 
Skaters racing in the HRS will represent either the 
North East Short Track Series (NEST) or Heartland 
(HRS). The challenge will take place in Buffalo for 
the inaugural event. The Challenge Cup will go to 
the team with the most points from the meet. All 
clubs east of Buffalo will be on one team, all clubs 
west of Buffalo will be on the other.
